
Travel information 

Sulmona can be reached by train or bus from either Rome or Pescara airports.  

 

From Rome 

Trains leave from Roma Termini, this station can be reached from Fiumicino airport through a 

direct connection ‘Leonardo Express’ that takes 24 minutes and starts every 15 minutes. Tickets 

can be bought right next to the platform.

If you are going to use the bus, the bus station is right outside Tiburtina train station. To reach it 

from Fiumicino airport you can use the FL1 train. It takes 48 minutes and starts every half hour. 

Ticket can be bought in newspaper shops in the airport or station. 

If you are landing in Ciampino you should rely on Terravision buses to reach the city stations.
